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« 40 per class in regular elementary and lower secondary
schools

Educational Issues

+ When a child enters the hospital and transfers
to the hospital classroom, his/her school
registration has to be relocated.

« It is complicated to exchange school credits
between high schools and special schools

« Cooperation between hospital classrooms and
former school the student registered

Educational Issues

« In Japan, the national curriculum includes
Educational Therapeutic Activities, in addition
to each subject. Teachers are expected to
connect with Educational Therapeutic
Activities and each subject, and to build up
education closely with children. At that time,
the relationship between children and teachers
must be considered.
